Sparks. Wilbur created the Put-Together Contest some 30
years ago, and organized it every year until his passing.
Affectionately known as "Dr. Put", Wilbur was well-
known for recruiting unsuspecting chorus members to
sing in quartets for the contest. He also had a knack for
finding creative and funny names for quartets that were
not quick to name themselves. Over the years, the Put-
Together Contest has become a part of the Alexandria
Harmonizers' tradition, and we celebrate it again this year
in Wilbur's memory.
